- Full Face DOT and Snell approved Helmet (Correct size) 
- Goggles 
- MX Style Boots (Steel Tip) 
- Riding Pants 
- Long Sleeve Jersey 
- Gloves 

 
Riding Rules 

- NO RIDING or STARTING OF YOUR BIKE OUTSIDE OF THE FACILITY.  
- Motorcycle must be walked with engine off in any area other than the track and the staging 

area. 
- Riders are the only people allowed onto the track.  
- Come to facility with your bike in properly tuned condition, there will be no maintenance or 

repairs done on the premises.  
- All Riders must have current Membership to ride. 
- All riders are required to fill out the release form and have a Membership; Minors are required 

to have a parent or guardian present for Membership. 
- Riding only allowed in your designated session. 
- No refunds after the session has started 
- When a yellow flag is waved or yellow caution lights are flashing, every rider is to slow down and 

be aware of a rider down or other unsafe riding condition. There will be no jumping allowed 
under any circumstances under these conditions.  

- When a Red Flag is waved all riders must stop immediately.  
- Any rider seen riding aggressive, over riding, or putting themselves or others in dangers can 

result in dismissal.  
- When passing riders use caution. 
- When being passed hold your line, do not make any sudden line changes, if possible keep to the 

left and let faster riders pass on the right. 
 
General Rules 

- Disposal of tires or hazardous waste is not permitted in the premises. 
- All trash will be disposed of properly. 
- Drugs and alcohol are strictly forbidden. Any rider found to be in possession or believed to be 

using alcohol; drugs or any chemical substance will be removed from the track. Such behavior 
can result in Suspension and/or loss of membership. 

- Abusive behavior is not tolerated or acceptable under any circumstances.  Such behavior can 
result in suspension and/or loss of membership.  

- As a rider you are responsible for people whom you are associated with. If someone in your 
party is acting in an unacceptable behavior can result in loss of your membership.
